LICHTMOND – „The Journey“
With their new, fourth album „The Journey“, LICHTMOND tread a new path of sound quality.
This time - besides the usual LICHTMOND success sound - there are a number of  skilful and surprising excursions to an experimental world, making the new album an ultimate listening experience. For example on „True Destination“, new ways were explored, says Giorgio Koppehele.
„This time we haven’t composed a balladic hymn like on the previous albums, but an electronical-mystical instrumental. Pulsating sequences and beats „push“ the song. Karen Kassulat took some of the loops to Corsica where the guest artists I Muvrini improvised on the song giving it a special note.“
Another first is a LICHTMOND cover version: „We are big fans of Robert Miles‘ classic ’Children’ and we have produced the song with our sound composing additional vocal parts with the permission of the original author.“
The Koppeheles see the development of their project rather straight than curvy, „but of course sometimes we suddenly turn off. If you don’t embark on the journey, you won’t arrive anywhere“, addes Martin. 
However, their working method stayed mostly the same: „In comparison to the previous albums, defining the central subject – The Journey, the circle of life – very early on, had a greater effect on the whole songwriting process and on the imaginative story we tell with ,The Journey‘“.
With the voices of Martin Koppehele, Meera Fé, Saskia Philipps, Karen Kassulat and narrator Thomas E. Killinger and the Corsican vocal acrobats I Muvrini something  like a coherent musical mysticism came up. It is intertwined with sounds which might have arrived on earth from the earth’s interior, but as well from the universe. The soundtrack for a story full of mysteries, opulent sensual pleasures and a unique sound aesthetic.
„And as the icing on the cake“, says Giorgio Koppehele, „the three-dimensional Dolby Atmos mixes come along this time.“ 
It’s time to embark on a fantastic journey!
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
